Its goal is to provide a detailed 
discussion of the distant genetic relationships between the 
Austronesian language family and a number of other languages 
and/or language families (e.g. Austroasiatic, Tai-Kadai / Kra-Dai, 
Sino-Tibetan, Japanese, and Ongan).  We will consider this 
issue not only from a linguistic perspective, but also from an 
archaeological perspective.
