Course Requirements and Expectations



1. Participation (20%)

Students are expected to attend class regularly and participate actively in discussion
and in dialogue with one another. They must read carefully and critically the assigned
reading before each class. We will divide students into teams and each team will at least
present weekly readings once during the semester. The presentation requires three
themes: first, summary of the main arguments/findings of the readings; second,
concrete examples giving to explain/illustrate those arguments/findings; and finally,
your personal thoughts/comments about the readings.

To have some in-depth exchanges, there are going to have 2-3 times of issue debates
during the semester.
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2. Weekly Short Response Papers (25%)

Students are required to write 5 short response papers (approximately one single-spaced
page) during the course of the semester. Each paper should be a response to that week’s
set of readings (and films, if applicable). It should include a precise and concise
summary of the main arguments in the readings, identify the common themes and/or
points of disagreement among them, and pose an interesting question or series of
questions about the material under investigation. Papers should be uploaded to Eelcass

system by 13:30 on the day of the class. No late paper accepted.
