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The C. Wright Mills Award is a distinction awarded annually by the Society for
the Study of Social Problems to the author of the book that "best exemplifies
outstanding social science research and a great understanding the individual and
society in the tradition of the distinguished sociologist, C. Wright Mills."”

The C. Wright Mills Award, established in 1964, is awarded annually and carries
with it a stipend of $1,000 for the author(s) of the winning book. The 2019 award will
be presented at the 70th Annual Meeting in San Francisco, CA, August 7-9, 2020.
Edited volumes, textbooks, fiction and self-published works are not eligible. Eligible
books must be first edition (not a reprint or later edition) and bear a 2019 copyright
date. Exceptions may be made for a book bearing a 2018 copyright, but that was not
